The ones with 10 and 5 invested it.  The one with the single talent buried it.  In the end, he was chastised for being foolish and not treating his investment wisely.

      I bring this up because it relates to our Building Fund and how it was invested.  Some people have been looking at those figures and saying, “It would have been better under our mattress.  You lost our money.”  This is not true!

      Those funds were invested and we hoped to earn between 4.5% to 5.25%.   Unfortunately, with the way the Stock Market was operating during that time, we only earned 2% on that account.  So instead of earning what we hoped would be around $28,639.14 the 

account only earned $6,655.00.  We did not lose any of the money that was donated to the fund.  Yes, we would have been better with a better return, but what we received was the best we could hope for under the circumstances of the time.  So it would NOT have been better to put it under the mattress. 

     We owe a “debt” of thanks to the many people who have served on our Building Finance Committee.  They have done a tough task in a difficult time.  As Jesus said to His servants, we should say to them – “Well done good and faithful servants.”  We ask that you continue to support the Building Program in the many areas of growth we are experiencing.  Personally – I can’t wait to get back to ministry as usual.

Our 3.2 million dollar Building Program will include the following to enhance the ministry of St. Peter's Lutheran Church:

1. A level entrance (no steps) to the current Narthex and a level entrance to the new administrative area, coat room, and handicap accessible lavatories.  A receptionist/secretary will be at this entrance.
2. The new administrative entrance in the three story addition will allow immediate access to an elevator and stairway with a skylight.  The elevator and stairway will allow access to all three levels of the church.

3. The church will now have handicapped accessible lavatories.  Men's and women's     

     lavatories will be available at each level.
4. A new zoned heating and cooling system thoughout the church.
5. A reclaiming of the "Children’s Chapel" (that previously had been converted to offices 

    and an attic).  This area will now be a large, sanctuary-level, multi-purpose room 

    featuring the stained glass windows that had not been easily visible from inside the 

    church for many years.
6. The new administrative area will have a work area and offices for the Business 

     Manager and Pastor.
7. At the middle level of the new addition will be a nursery, conference room and 

    additional storage.
8. The existing middle portion of the second level will change from a "walk through" area 

     to a choir rehearsal area, an office for the Director of Music and an additional  

     administrative office, an activity room and storage.  Fellowship Hall will have an 

     entrance foyer, new paint and air conditioning.
9. The lowest level of the new addition will have a Nursery School/Sunday School 

     entrance area, new classroom and storage. 
10. The seven classrooms and office of the current Nursery School/Sunday School will 

      be remodeled and air conditioned.
